b. to be significant in terms of its effects on persons living or working in an area comprising two or more electoral wards or divisions in the Authority’s area.

1 of Schedule 12A of the Local Government Act 1972 (as amended):

Information relating to any action taken or to be taken in connection with the prevention, investigation of prosecution of crime
